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Secret Writing in Siamese.

The desire to conceal the tme meaning of writing from thinl 
persons has, as is well known, led to different kinds of sec1·et 
writing. 1t is the writing of cyphers and codes which long empioyed 
in diplomn,cy may be said to have found its greatest development 
in this age of telegrams in the commercia,! world. 

Several ingenious methods of such secret writing have existed 
m Siam from old times, but, unfortun ately as in most things 
Biamese, we are quite unable to fix any date. It v .. -ould however 
appear from internal evidence, the letters employed etc., that it is 
owing to Indian influence that the systems have been developed. 

A collection of these cyphers, if we may so call them, has 
been mftde by Hluang Prasot Aksamniti ( Phe ) under the title of 
Poranavii.kya, in which other grammatical questions are also 
discussed, and which has been published by order of Prince Kitiya­
lmra Vn.ralaksna whilst in charge of the Education Department 
(Bangkok 120.) 

vVe cull from it the following specimens m which there is 
a combination of letters and cyphers.

It is known that in some instttnces we find in Indian Mss. 
nu\nerals expressed by words, i. e. instea.d of writing the numerals 
themselves, words are Wl'itteu which f1l'e supposed to lutve tltii> 
meaning. Cpr: Burnell, A.. C.: Elements of South Inclia.n Palaeogra­
phy. London, 1878. pg. 77. Thus for " 1 , . we find the word fo1· 
sun aditya, for 2 the word fo r moon candr. The numeml word~> 
are combined in the Mss. without indicating by any outwa.rcl sig-!1 tlmt 
they rep1·esent numbers. In wt·iting the.;;e numbers one commences 
with the unit, then follows the clecimrtl, then the hundreds etc., so that 
for instance the words whieh compose the figures 6321 would be 
written as 1236. It nee:l not b::J p)inte1 out tha.t t~ the 
numerous other difficulties fo1· 11 proper chronology, another is 
added by this cumbersome method, which uuty to a certain extent 
be compared to the chronograms in use in Europe since the 
~ixteenth century, and in Persirt and Ambia since the 9til century. 
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A similar secret method of indicat.ing numbers we find also 
ju some instances in old Siamese Mss. The method goes by th~ 

1mme of aksat•a sai1l<hyu., the numera.lletters. By its name its Indian 
origin is shown. 

We find no indic~tion at what time the system has been 
introduced and, although as regards secret writing ib would lend 
itself to many combinat.ions, it seems mostly to have been employed 
in astrological works. 

•.rhe letters wllich nre used for the forming of figures are 
those of the Indian alphabet and none of the specific Siamese 
letters ente1~ into the combination This a.lphabet is dividad into 
three divisions of nine letters each called navasa1ikhya and one 
of five lebters paiicasa!tkhyii to indic:~.te consonants, and the vowels 
·with ft and n for zero called sftnasa:iJ.khya :-
